I. 
Opening


A.
Call to Order -- by Chairman B. Smith at 11:11am.  J. Elliott volunteered to take the notes for the Minutes in the absence of a Secretary; no objection stated.

B. 
Approval of Agenda -- Moved (J. Elliott/Schneider) to adopt the second Agenda draft circulated in advance by J. Elliott; approved unanimously with one absention.


C.
Approval of Previous Minutes -- Moved (J. Elliott/Schneider) to adopt the second Minutes draft circulated in advance by J. Elliott.  Hamilton noted that the item regarding the Gillers was not related to SFV; J. Elliott responded that the point had been stated at that time and therefore could not be moved to another section; Hamilton expressed concern that people might see the note in the Minutes and approach her about it as Area Secretary; amendment agreed without objection to excise the item entirely.  Main motion as amended approved unanimously with one absention.
II.
Reports

A. Executive Officers 
1. Chairman: 
· Sent message to Pilgrim Towers regarding the rescheduling of the May meeting; have not heard back; will follow up.

2. Treasurer:  

· National included in a recent subsidy $60 of income from "a review of testing payments" which to J. Elliott’s knowledge we did not initiate.

· We still do not have any of the 4 most recent month-end reports from the RG Committee, so still can not prepare the consolidated financial statements.
B. Area Reports
1. Coastal:
· Sunday Salon goes on; it’s “very nice” and currently serves as the Area’s official event; 6 people attended the most recent.
· Looking to plan another event at the Old Town Music Hall in El Segundo.
2. SFV:
· Had two events in January:  The SFV party went to Hamburger Hamlet in Van Nuys, which has reopened, and which again has the onion soup and lobster bisque; owner reports that they are intending to open “a bunch more”, but not in Pasadena; 13 attended.  Thursday Dinner at Hogly Wogly’s had 12; people “come out of the woodwork” for these barbecue things; heard from a South Carolina resident who gave a rundown of all the best barbecue places in the Valley.
3. ELAC:
· Had 6 at recent gaming party.

· National office recently sent out an e-mail to members who were in the middle of a multi-year membership plan, telling them that it was time to renew; J. Elliott fell for it, and now is in the process of trying to extract a refund from national.  Isaac added that the same thing happened to her.
4. Hi-Desert:  
· Schneider reported that the newsletter is coming out.  It was delayed because it took two weeks to figure out how to edit the picture for the cover.  It has been printed, and she is going to Bakersfield to get Jeff Hathorn to help update the mailing list.
5. Inland Empire:
· Had the normal two events:  The movie night had 4 members and 1 guest.  It was the first night moving the TGIF to Redlands, and they had 7 members and 3 guests.
· In Feburary, the movie night is deferred to the RG.
· In March, they will try to do the TGIF in Isaac’s home, and the movie night will be at the home of Steve Todd.

1. Schneider:
· The change codes on the monthly list have changed; some “make no sense whatsoever”; is asking for clarification.  Madsen volunteered to share his knowledge.
2. S. Smith:
· Posted to the BoD list her take on knowledge-based meetings as pertaining to the GLAAM mailbox.
D. Committees and Coordinators
1. Awards:
· Has completed tabulation for the 2013-14 award year, and submitted recipient names to be announced at the upcoming RG.
2. Gifted Youth:
· Walker thinks that we’re going to have a nice group at the RG, divided into younger and older.  They have a nice agenda running from 9:45a-5p on Sunday.
3. Membership Outreach:
· Danielle Hanne still has the MensaPhone, and will be at the RG.
4. Regional Gathering:
· Has had a “flurry of activity” with name badges, speakers, and the program booklet.

· Asked at this time for volunteers from current attendees to act as speaker shepherds on presentations which they would attend anyway.

5. Data Officer:
· Has not received membership data yet; usually gets it by this time of the month, so should arrive shortly.
6. Newsletter Editor:
· B. Smith reported that Lovett sent an e-mail regarding the candidates whom she has been interviewing for her replacement, including two who agreed to serve only on condition of monetary compensation.  She will continue her outreach through various media.
7. Webmaster:
· Everything that he has been given has been posted, especially including for the RG.
8. Special Events:

· On 3/8, 22 people are going to see “Wicked”.
9. Calendar Editor:
· Monica Roach has been injured, so movies are not happening in February or March; hopefully will be back in April, with her Mardi Gras dinner being carried over from the previous month.

10. Circulation Manager:
· Got the newsletter out early; nobody has complained.
III. Special Orders

A. Filling of Vacant Board Positions
a. Mid-City Delegate:  No nominations offered.
B. Scheduling of Hollywood Bowl concerts for 2015

Madsen reported that the individual referenced last month has declined to help; he has no other candidates to help, and does not want to do it anymore.  Madsen also reported that the Hollywood Bowl has “procrastinated” on the publication of their summer concert schedule, so it is not available for review at the present meeting.  They are planning to open group ticket sales on 2/17.  Therefore, if we are going to the Hollywood Bowl this year, then someone else needs to do it, and we will need to meet during the month to decide the schedule, possibly during the Annual Business Meeting or at some other time during the RG.  S. Smith has volunteered to sit on the phone with the Hollywood Bowl, but we still need help with all other aspects of the operation.  Some discussion of skipping the activity this year, in hopes of soliciting volunteers from among the people who will inevitably complain about the absence of Hollywood Bowl concerts; general agreement.  Madsen applauded by the Board for all his efforts.
IV. Unfinished Business
A. Progress on Strategic Goal:
Chairman Smith thanked the Area reps for reporting specific numbers for their events.  S. Smith asked how we are collecting information for special events; Elliott responded that we had not established a specific procedure yet, but suggested at this time that Area reps could report on non-Area events happening within their Areas at the same time that they report on Area events, and that all the information could be sent for summary tabulation to the AVC, who is charged under the Guidelines to work with the Areas.  General agreement with routing everything to the AVC, but Isaac suggested that the coordinator of each special event could be held responsible for reporting attendance, rather than the Secretary of the Area where the event is taking place, and Schneider “violently” agrees.

Ross reported good feedback that this activity is the sort of thing that Mensa should be doing.  Next event in the series is 4/2, regarding the immune system as relates to HIV.  Some discussion of possible cross-promotion.
