I. Opening

A. Call to Order

B. Approval of Agenda
Motion to add under new business: approval of 2008 RG contract with Hacienda Hotel, and presentation of 2007 RG Closing Report.

Motion to approve Agenda as amended: approved 9-0-1.
C. Approval of previous Minutes

A. Executive Officers

Chairman – GLAAM won two Publications Recognition Program awards for 2007, both for website: Calendar; Outstanding Website – Large Group.
Administrative Vice Chair – Minutes have not been going on the web, but should be updated during the coming week.  

Treasurer – Still trying to get bank account access transferred.
B. Area Reports

Coastal – 1 person joined e-mail list.
Hi-Desert – Van to High Desert Tours Uninc. filled.
C. Members-at-Large

D. Standing Committees

Bylaws – Elliot remains chair of committee, and bylaws do not prohibit preference members from chairing committee.  On Guidelines/Actions-Still-In-Effect, Elliot’s computer with motions from recent years has crashed, and whether data can be recovered is yet to be determined.
Elections – Full bylaws ballot draft uploaded to BoD.  Counting will be done at L.A.T.E.  Will need access to National roster at that time.

Finance – Must get on taxes, due August.

Gifted Youth – Gifted Youth is not given telephone numbers and e-mails of parents by National.  However, it gets home addresses.  Hope to change policy, but in the meantime trying to collect the contact information of as many parents as possible.  Recent activities included San Marino Gaming and the Star Wars exhibit at the Science Center.
Membership – Mailed 190 New Member packets.  Had to change size of envelope, which caused delays.  Ishnella Azad paid for postage costs of approximately $200 out of own pocket, so will need reimbursement.  Looking for place for new-member reception.  Most places charge $40 per hour with a 4-hour minimum.  First reception planned for September or October.
Mensaphone – Received 14 calls, checking messages every other week.

RG – 2007 RG Closing Report completed and distributed.  Final numbers are that budget overran by approximately $400, for which SAGRAY takes responsibility, ahead of projected overrun of $1,000.  

Regarding 2008 RG, several venues were not followed up on.  Committee proposes Hacienda Hotel after six weeks of shopping around.  Buffet price is proposed, “magnificent” salmon dish is $2.00 extra per plate.  Only the banquet on Saturday is provided by the hotel; RG will feed participants for the rest of the event.  Parking at the hotel is $5.00 on Friday, $3.00 on Saturday.  Venue is wheelchair accessible but not easily – may require the wheelchair-bound to make roundabout trips.  
Scholarship – Signed L.A. up to scholarships.
E. Coordinators
Public Relations – Working on scholarship ad for GLAAM website.  Ideally ad will be featured on the homepage.  In short, an ad for the scholarship exists.
Roster – Still trying to get roster from National, have been doing so since November.  Only provided names, addresses, phone numbers.

Young Ms – 9 people attended the very last Westside Game Night.
