I. Opening

A. Call to Order

Meeting called to order at 11:08 a.m. at Pilgrim Towers, 440 North Madison Avenue, Pasadena, with members FENIG, FLEMING, KAPNICK, Lindenblatt, MADSEN, Robinett, SCHNEIDER, Smith, TAYLOR and WALKER in attendance, and non-member Matthew.  O’BALLES and YU arrived during the meeting.
B. Approval of Agenda

Moved (KAPNICK/HANNE) to add under New Business: D. Scholarship Publicity; passed as indicated.
C. Approval of Previous Minutes

Moved to amend II(b) – adding Santa Clarita as name of area referenced in Hi-Desert report; passed.  

Moved (TAYLOR) to make general amendment – correct spelling of all appearances of Russell Ham’s last name (“Ham” instead of “Hamm”); passed.
II. Reports

A. Executive Officers

Chairman – Hollywood Bowl went well.  About a third of the people did not show up, possibly due to the event being on a Friday instead of Saturday.  Future reservations will only be accepted on paper.  Desiree brought enough food to feed the multitudes.
We need to do publicity for National Testing Day in October.

Administrative Vice-Chair – Referred to written report.
Secretary – Former Secretary Jonathan Elliot has been updating list of Actions-Still-In-Effect up to time when he left office, and has already sent catalog of motions offered.  Will redact out motions not passed, so we will soon have updated ASIEs list for the blue notebooks.  Plan is to codify ASIES in some logical manner with an update section at the end for easier reference.
Treasurer – Presented tentative budget for 2007-2008.  Some numbers still unavailable: advertising income, subscriptions.  Printing and postage costs are both drifting up.  Not sure whether or how to show special expenses, like printing and postage costs associated with the bylaws voting.  Having trouble recovering some information, so those with information please forward it to him.  SCHNEIDER noted she had sent some past budgets to the Board’s Yahoo Groups list.  Have not submitted a tax form in a lot of years.  GLAAM is running about 600 dollars behind on budget, which impacts the acquisition of storage space issue.  Would like to reduce costs, a big expense being postage.  SCHNEIDER noted that the extra cost due to the bylaws ballots should not be part of newsletter expense.  O’BALLES tried to find non-profit version of Quickbooks, but it runs around 300 dollars.  Newsletter expenses are slowly increasing, but not conspicuously.  Have about 50 to 100 new members compared to the same time last year, so getting a little bit more money.  FENIG asked how to access funds for SFV.  O’BALLES answered that we don't know if it's still in there and would have to check.  Need to cut costs and increase revenue, but not sure how.  SCHNEIDER requested an agenda item next time to review the budget.  
B. Area Reports

Mid-City – Still looking for locations for events.
Coastal – WALKER stated that she has no blue notebook.  Fourteen people attended Axion SIG’s beach volleyball event, and some newbies attended.
SFV – Tonight is the party at Marshall and Ruth Giller’s place.  Next month’s is at SAGRAY’s place.  Twenty-two people attended last month’s party.
ELAC – Not enough kids are attending the parties but they are otherwise successful.
Hi-Desert – Petroglyph tour and website: http://www1.iwvisp.com/martian/HDTUI/.
C. Members-at-Large
Kapnick – Was in Michigan.  Lots of e-mail on return.
Sagray – Referred to written report.
Taylor – Member Yves Cazeneuve asked what we are doing to get new members on board.  He was told about Gen X group and Axion SIG.  He has been to International Diners and liked the webpage, but wanted more activities than dining and games.
D. Standing Committees

Bylaws – SCHNEIDER suggested board members to take ballots at meetings.
Gifted Youth – All Gifted Children Coordinators will now receive children’s e-mails, otherwise no specific activities.
Membership – HANNE reported committee is still planning new-member reception for November.  Looking at the same day as board meeting.  Location is a struggle right now – most community centers charge 80 dollars an hour. 
RG – SAGRAY submitted written report.  O’BALLES reported that the committee met the day before, and is following up on speakers.  At the meeting, committee took a tour of the hotel – we are in the bottom meeting rooms.  Hotel is designed in Mission style.  Hospitality suite will be open to pool and jacuzzi.  There are fast food restaurants and a Ralph’s supermarket in proximity.  Talked about entertainment and general outline of things.  KAPNICK said to arrange speakers will require specific information from SAGRAY about attendance, topics, etc.  Can get Larry Flint as a speaker.  O’BALLES would want Flint to talk about his Klimt collection.  SCHNEIDER notes that in previous years we had the researcher for Huell Howser, a wonderful speaker, but Howser himself is scared of us.  O’BALLES stated he knows a contact from the pickup community and may find a speaker there. 
Scholarship – SCHNEIDER said SAGRAY has been working on scholarship issues, and Mirk Mirkin needs encouragement to move forward.  Uploaded schools lists to the Yahoo list, which contain LAUSD, Los Angeles and Kern County high schools, but not private schools.  HANNE noted that a list of public and private K-12 schools can be gotten from the website GreatSchools.net.  SCHNEIDER reported that the list of participating local groups is now on the MERF website.  
E. Coordinators
MensaPhone – Busy month, with a lot of people asking, “Where’s my newsletter?”  Also, numerous calls from all over the world, including one non-Mensan asking if he can subscribe to newsletter because he thought it was very nice.  Directed him to Russ Ham.
Open Forum – Presented prospectus.  The dates for the forum have been secured at the venue, and for free despite the fact that they usually require a $1,000 deposit.  
Asked several economists and captains of industry what would make them come to these functions, as opposed to their minions.  Right now we have program but not purpose.  Need something spectacular to draw people to the event, which may seem like a separate program, but is really related.  Went through a list of possibilities and came across a suggestion after speaking with Al Schwartz, who is a brilliant chemist.  We have a problem with food, which is the top export of California and economic driver.  The input to plant food production is voluminous; the bottleneck is RuBisCO, the enzyme that converts molecular carbon to organic carbon when sunlight hits leaf.  It is incredibly inefficient, working three times out of a million, while this could easily be converted to four, 10, or 20 times per million.  Or it could be replaced with something else, although this is suspect.  To circumvent government regulations restricting this type of research, work can be done on Indian reservations.  Working on a project like this would raise Mensa’s public stature.  This is a direction we can try.
O’BALLES observed that the cost analysis presented does not take into account Internet advertising.  KAPNICK answered that it will be in there.
Public Relations – HANNE said that as Public Relations coordinator she is also being told to do scholarship publicity, but when she agreed to serve in this capacity this was not one of the duties presented to her.  It is the scholarship person’s responsibility.  FENIG offered that we can just address scholarship mailings generically and schools will see that it gets to the right person.  HANNE observed that the cost of mailing will be more than the scholarship amount.  SCHNEIDER said cost of scholarship mailings can be reimbursed to some extent from National.
SIGs – The SIG page on the website was overhauled, lots of information updated.
Webmaster – SAGRAY presented written report.
Roster – SCHNEIDER said still no success getting roster data from National.  We have addresses and phone numbers but not areas.  We were sent complete information in Word format, but it is not transferrable to spreadsheet.
Region 9 RVC – SCHNEIDER will contact Clark Jones regarding the Region 9 Attendance Competition.

F. Newsletter

Calendar – MADSEN reported that at last someone outside GLAAM wants to use the calendar editing program he created.  
III. Special Orders

IV. Unfinished Business

A. Storage Unit for GLAAM Property
O’BALLES reported that we cannot proceed on this item unless we cut costs or increase revenue.  We need about $2,400 a year to rent a 10’ x 10’ space.  WALKER commented that she has a friend who may have shelving units available, but only through the weekend.

Addendum 1 – Reports Submitted by SAGRAY
AVC Report

Several items under this category in the last month:

Bylaw Balloting – We were advised by Jonathan Elliot that the Bylaw Ballot may well contain a typo after all given his failure to update one of the conditional PC’s.  After discussion on the BOD list it was determined that there was nothing to be done as the formality, expense, prior receipt of some ballots, etc… would render any changes inappropriate.  My personal opinion is that as the ‘typo’ is simply a reference to another Editorial Change and the likelihood that the wrong conditional PC passing was roughly the same as the ‘correct’ conditional PC passing it rendered the discussion moot.  It appears to be the opinion that we will simply ‘wait and see’ what happens.

Scholarship Update –Our Local Scholarship was awarded last year to Yan Ivaniya of Redondo Beach, CA..  I would like to personally congratulate GLAAM because we are one of only TWO Local Scholarships administered by MERF that award $1,000.  The only other of that amount is the Joe Vitale Memorial Scholarship.  It is worth noting the following breakdown of MERF scholarships:  7 National $1,000 awards, 9 National $600 awards, Regional Awards are $500 each; Local Awards are $300 each; and there are another 6 Local Scholarships administered by MERF that are worth $500 each.  GLAAM is CLEARLY a premier participant in the scholarship program and it is something we should be very proud of!  

I personally confirmed (after Gene had confirmed) with the MERF people that GLAAM is listed as a participating chapter for the 2007-2008 Scholarship year.  The money to fund our local scholarship needed to be deposited with/received by MERF as of Sept. 1, 2007.  Treasurer Jay O confirmed on-line that he had funded the Local Scholarship for the coming year.  

Our PR Chair, Danielle Hanne, has indicated that she has a bit too much on her plate to handle the scholarship promotion over the next few months.  After apprising me of that fact, we approached some members who have turned us down before I confirmed with Rich Kapnic that he will put together the necessary publicity stuff if I gather the necessary material for him for distribution.   I’ll coordinate with MERF to make sure this stuff gets sent out and Rich confirmed that he already had the list of schools.

Newsletter Liason

I spoke with Russ regarding several of the points that have been raised on the BOD list and elsewhere about the concern RE newsletter expenses and mailing.  Couple of points:

Mailing Party – Dramatic Improvement in this area!  Apparently lots of people have been coming out to Russ’s house for the mailing and we are getting the newsletters sorted and grouped for mailing in a relatively short amount of time.  Thank you to everyone who has been participating over the last few months!

Archiving Newsletter on AMC Website – Russ has been uploading the GLAAM newsletter as of this year on the AMC website.  This is in PDF format and enables any member of Mensa to access and review our newsletters.  

E-newsletter Distribution – Russ does NOT want us to implement this procedure as a chapter.  National sends a list of labels that includes all of the e-distribution members as well as the paper preferred individuals.  He estimates that roughly 100 of our members have indicated a willingness to received their newsletter this way.  The PROBLEM:  Russ would have to hand sort all of these people out after receiving the labels.  It means a LOT more work for him than we may have thought because of the size of our chapter.  He would then have to send out e-mails to the members with the newsletter OR an announcement that it was available on-line.  THIS MEANS more work for him.  Furthermore, he notes that the pdf file that he creates for the printer and that is uploaded to national is a 2MB file.  He indicates that most people would NOT want to receive something that large in their mailbox. 

Cost of Mailing and Printing – I spoke with past Treasurer, Jared Levine, and Russ on this one – apparently the subsidy from National is still more than sufficient to cover the printing and mailing costs of our newsletter as it currently exists.  Obviously if our current Treasurer has different information, that should be shared.  

Webmaster Liason
Several updates to the contacts page and SIG page appear to have been completed.  Additional feedback from our Webmaster has indicated that she would like to pictures up if we would forward them to her.  Lindsey has asked us to consider the question regarding restrictions on the Calendar that is scheduled as a discussion item later in this meeting.  The results of that discussion will determine if she creates a “Calendar” link along the top of the page.
RG Report
The RG Committee is Meeting Friday, Sept. 7, 2007 and a report from that meeting will be offered verbally.  However, I can confirm that the contract was returned to the hotel, the deposit paid, and our RVC has already approved our entry to the Mensa Bulletin.  

MAL Report
I attended 11 events in the month of August and met several ‘new’ members who were attending some of their first events.  I ended up collecting approximately 8 names and e-mail addresses that were then forwarded to Danielle Hanne and Bill Taylor as yahoogroup owners/moderators for the main lists in the chapter.  To my knowledge, they were added to the lists.  

One of our planned events did not work out.  The Camping Trip to Wheeler Gorge was cancelled last minute because of changed rules at the campground.  Despite his efforts to have his total deposit refunded, Camping Master, Justin Kis ended up being out of pocket $140 for the reservations, changed reservations, and eventual cancellation of the event.  He was not reimbursed for his out of pocket expenses as the event did not happen as planned and no money was collected from other prospective campers.  In order to avoid losing the event in the future, I believe it is in the best interest of the chapter to reimburse Mr. Kis for his loss from chapter money.  In at least two prior years, Mr. Kis fronted the money and was reimbursed by the attending campers.  There was no reason to believe that this event would have faltered this time.  The primary problem seems to have been associated with a fire in the area that was burning until shortly before the event took place.  The danger prompted the campground to change several rules, including not permitting any campfires.
