Approval of Previous Minutes -- Motion offered (Walker/S. Smith) to waive reading of the second draft of the Minutes from 2015; passed with two abstentions.  Moved (Stillman/Walker) to approve the second draft; passed with two abstentions.

Reports

A. Executive Officers 
1. Chairman: 
· We have pretty good news, all in all.

Treasurer:

· Walker added for the Special Events Committee a discussion of an upcoming 6-Area movie night, for which we are trying to encourage ticket giveaways as another means of spending our money on our members.

Special Orders

A.
Scheduling for Hollywood Bowl 2016:

D. Elliott read suggestions from the schedule recently released by the Hollywood Bowl, and Levine wrote all nominations on a flipchart.  Agreed to use “Film SIG Rules” to select specific choices from the nominations:  Each member may vote for up to 3 nominees in the first round; lowest vote recipients are eliminated from a second round, in which each member may vote for up to 2 of the remaining nominees; highest vote recipients from the second round are passed to a third round, in which each member may vote for up to 1 finalist.

For the Saturday show, discussion included that the Summer Olympics happen only once every four years, and that it is the first time that the event is being held in South America; Olympic Carnival show selected as the primary choice.  Secondary choice generated further discussion, including that “A Chorus Line” would look better in a smaller venue; ELO selected as the secondary choice.

For the weeknight classical concerts, discussion included J. Elliott reading his individual notes recently posted on the CC’s e-mail list.  D. Elliott suggested scheduling one concert in each of July and August and September; general agreement.  Votes taken for each month.  July choices were Rhapsody in Blue for primary, and Beethoven/Ravel for secondary.  August choices were Beethoven’s Fifth for primary, and Mozart/Schumann for secondary.  September choices were Four Seasons for primary, and French Masters for secondary.
